Int. C-show: World Championship/Title/A/GCAT Champion Gold and Silver
medal winners are not allowed to take part in a C int. show for the rest of
that calendar year and 2 calendar years following, unless the horse has
passed from a yearling to junior, or from a junior to senior category. Gold

Rules for Conduct of Shows

ECAHO Halter Class
Entry fee: NOK 800

Method of Judging:
3 judges judge each class independently from one another, and without
catalogue according to the following criteria:

Type 1-20 points

Head & Neck 1-20 points
Body 1-20 points

Legs 1-20 points
Movements 1-20 points

Half points will be used

The international C-show and National Championships will be judged
together in the same class, but with individual prize giving ceremony.

In the event of a tie:

In the event of a tie in qualifying places of a class, the higher place will be
given to the horse with most points for type. If there is still a tie, the higher
place will be given to the horse with most points for movement. Failing a
decision on either of these, one judge will be chosen by ballot whose class
scores will be used to break the tie.

Foal Class
Entry fee: NOK 400

Foals may not compete in EAHSC Championships, nor will they qualify for
any future Title or A-show. Foals must have a minimum age of 4 weeks at
the date of the show and must be shown at foot (with the dam) up to 6
months of age. Orphaned or rejected foals under 6 months may not be
shown. The use of metal halters, and halters with chains is forbidden. The
foals will be judged by the comparative judging system, according to the
EAHSC Rules.

Liberty Class
Entry fee: NOK 400

The horse shall enter the ring held by its handler, at an extended walk. The
handler stops the horse in a natural position in front of the judges.

Then the handler lets the horse run free for a maximum of 2 minutes. The
handler has to retake his horse within 1 minute after the music stops. Any
excess time results in disqualification.

Method of Judging:

Type 1-20 points

Conformation 1-20 points

Movements x 2 1-20 points

Harmony and Relationship with handler 1-20 points

In the event of a tie, the higher place will be given to the horse with the
most points for movements, then followed by relationship with handler,
type and conformation.

Championships (ECAHO alternative C: Open method)

There will be three prize winners, Gold, Silver and Bronze Champion in the
following categories: Junior Females, Junior Males, Senior Females, Senior
Males and Geldings.

Horses placed 1%t and 2"in each class qualify for the Championships.

Documents
Horses must be accompanied at the show by a horse passport containing all
vaccination records.

The entry form, together with the show schedule is a contract between the
show organizer and the person who signs the entry form. That person will
be held responsible for the horse in case any sanctions are imposed. The
entry from must be accompanied by a copy of the identification document
of the person who signs it.

Vaccinations

All horses must be free of infections and must come from at home stock
free of epidemic diseases. They must be properly vaccinated against
influenza according to EAHSC IV. Addendum - Equine Influenza vaccination.

Addendum IV - Vaccination

Hereditary Disorders

The Hereditary Disorder Declaration form must be filled out by a
veterinarian for all horses from 12 months and older. The Declaration form
shall be presented in connection with the mandatory horse and passport
check.

Stabling

The stables (fixed boxes) are
situated close to the show
ring.

Stabling will be available from
Friday August 23 10:00 to
Sunday August 25t 18:00

NOK 400 per day
NOK 180 extra bedding

Boxes must be cleaned before
departure.

Customs - Border Crossing-
Health Certificate

We recommend that you use
an ATA-Carnet. Horses from
abroad arriving at the show
ground must be accompanied
by an approved health
certificate (TRACES or similar).
Ask the veterinary service in
your country.

Accommodation

We suggest that you check
out hotels and camp sites in
the city of Arendal and
Grimstad, which are in short
proximity of the show ground.

NAHF has booked a few
rooms at Grimstad Vertshus:

It is possible to rent a room at
the show ground, but please
note that the standard is
somewhat low, and you have
to share shower and toilet
facilities.

NOK 500 per night for a room
that accommodates 2 people.

NOK 400 for the weekend for
the use of electricity in
connection with horse
trailers/caravans.
